Iii)  For 2 marks- Subject teacher will assess and give maximum 02
marks for CRP (Classroom participation).

IV)  For 5 marks- A project work to be done by students and will have
a weightage of 05 marks towards the final Internal Assessment.

V)  For 5 marks- Attendance of student will be awarded 05 marks as:
