Girls clothing have the right hand side opening over ( on top of) the left hand

side

Boys’ clothing has the left hand side opening over the right hand side.

Never forget to measure and mark positions of the fasteners before sewing

Buttonholes should be equally spaced, measured and marked with a gauge.

29 Puff Sleeve — Puff sleeves gather at the shoulders which creates a puffy effect.
Petal Sleeve — This sleeve top is joined by overlapping the two edges. There is no underarm seam in this
sleeve.

Bell Sleeve — The hem of the sleeve has full flare which gives it a bell shape.
Cap Sleeve — These are very short sleeves which cover only the upper part of the arm.

Bishop Sleeve — The original Bishop Sleeve is a long sleeve with low fullness controlled at the cuffs.
